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Admission Requirements for ALL Nutrition Applicants: 

1) Students must have a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.75 as well as a science GPA of 2.75 or better. 
2) Students are permitted to repeat one science one time in order to obtain the required 2.75 science GPA. 
3) Students are required to submit official transcripts after each semester in which additional coursework was 

earned. It is the students’ responsibility to make sure that La Salle has their most recent and updated 
transcripts before starting classes. All final transcripts MUST be received before attending La Salle. Failure to 
comply will result in a hold on all future registration at La Salle.  

4) Students must submit two letters of recommendation (one must be academic in nature). 
5) Students must submit one essay or personal statement. 
6) Students must submit their high school transcript. 

 
Additional Notes for Dual Admission Applicants: 

1) Dual Admission applications must be completed on La Salle University’s website, www.lasalle.edu, before 45 
college credits are earned. Applications are free.   

2) Bucks transcripts must be submitted at the time of admission review.   
3) Final official transcripts must be sent as soon as the final semester is completed and associate’s degree 

conferred.  
4) Students must uphold a grade point average of 2.75 or higher to qualify for Dual Admission. 
5) Dual Admission applicants for full-time day programs will be eligible for the Dual Admission Achievement 

Scholarship. 
 
Additional Notes (for Dual Admission and regular transfer applicants): 

1) Dual Admission is available for the Nutrition Didactic program only and not the Nutrition Coordinated program. 
2) The maximum amount of transfer credits awarded cannot exceed 70.   
3) Additional courses beyond the Associate degree can be taken at Bucks to meet program requirements at La 

Salle.   
4) At least half of the courses required by the major department (i.e., major requirements) must be completed at 

La Salle.  
5) For the general Electives, please note that pre-college level courses do not meet this requirement.  Please seek 

advisement on course selection and transferability. 
6) Additional courses beyond the associate degree can be taken at Bucks to meet program requirements at La 

Salle.
